Glued sounds "am” & “an” are not
featured phonemes, but they do appear
frequently at these levels

Sample Words: am, can, man

Base words and suffix with the suffix -s
and plural nouns are not featured skills,
but they do appear frequently at these
levels

Sample Words: puts, pulls, zips, hits,
yells

Glued sound: ng (nk does not appear as a
featured phoneme at any level)

Closed syllables are not explicitly taught,
but they appear in multiple levels
beginning in pink

Blending and reading words with five
sounds

Sample Words: strong, points, stairs,
taunts, crept

Compound words and syllable division
rules are not addressed. Words at the
purple level contain many multisyllabic
words

Suffix -s is not explicitly taught, but begins
appearing in red. -S appears frequently in
blue/green. Suffix -es is not explicitly
taught, and does not appear until
Gold/White.

Sample Words: says, stairs, shouts,
lunches, benches

Suffixes -ed and -ing are not explicitly
taught, but begin appearing in yellow.
Sample Words: glued, named, banging,
yelling, singing

Long vowel sounds for vowel-consonant-e
Sample Words: hide, smile, shape, cute,
jokes, chose
